Eureka Area Farmers’ Market
2026 Season Rules and Regulations


Welcome! Thank you for being part of our Eureka Farmers’ Market, organized and managed by Eureka Area Chamber of Commerce.  The purpose of our market is to help local growers, makers, and families grow their businesses and put healthy, locally grown food into the homes of our community.  

The Eureka Area Farmer’s Market is a marketplace for Montana homegrown produce and other Montana homemade products only.  

Please review the following.  We are asking that every vendor read and sign this form, then return it to the Eureka Area Chamber of Commerce prior to attending.

ALL NEW VENDORS, please check in with the Market Managers before setting up your sales area.

MARKET TIMES:

· Wednesday 3:00PM to 6:00 PM beginning June 3rd and ending September 30th. 
· All Vendors are expected to be ready to sell at 3:00 and stay until 6:00 pm.  Staying until the end ensures people continue to come to the market and ensures credibility on our part and yours as a seller.  On the rare occasion that you might need to leave early, please discuss with the market manager before the market begins.  We will close the market if the weather becomes unsafe.




COSTS:

· The Market Manager will collect 10% of your gross at the end of each Market.  There is a tracking sheet that you will be given for every vendor at the start.  We ask that it is returned at the end of every Market for our records.  Raffle sales are included.  We use these funds to advertise, pay for the cost of the venue and other related costs, including labor.  Amounts are not verified, but on the honor system.
· If you need electric, there are some outlets available, however you will need to pay $5 per outlet used each week as we are charged for this use.
· Information booths are welcome to apply, however the cost to participate is $5 per week attended.  
· The Eureka Area Chamber of Commerce reserves the right to accept or decline each vendor's participation in the Eureka Farmers’ Market.

MARKET SET-UP, TEAR DOWN, AND RULES:

· Each space is 10’x10’.  Set-up begins at 2:00 pm every Wednesday.  Members can choose their spaces as long as it is not already assigned.  All others will be placed in the market randomly.  Unless you do not attend, the space that you were in the first Market is your space for the season.  While we do not require you to attend every week, if you do not attend, your space may become available for another vendor and/or new vendor to utilize the rest of the Market.

· If you are not aware of where you can set up, PLEASE see our Market Manager in advance.  DO NOT TAKE another vendor's space.  

· Please be courteous to your neighbor and leave enough space for them to move around and that buyers can get in and out of the Market.
· Selling begins at 3:00 pm.  We do not allow selling before the bell rings or after the bell rings at 6:00.  
· In order to have enough parking for shoppers and food trucks, we ask that vendors please park in spaces other than the main parking spaces bordering the market lawn.  
· Important: NO STAKES MAY BE USED ON THE LAWN!  Please use weight to secure the tent.  Any damage to the lawn by any means can result in a fine up to $500
· All displays, tables, change, bags, and advertising signs are to be provided by the seller.  Each seller determines their own prices.  Only scales which are state certified by the Division of Weights and Measures can be used.  Certification MUST BE PROVIDED.  (We suggest selling by the bunch or bag rather than weight)
· Each seller is responsible for their own space.  The Eureka Area Farmers’ Market, the City of Eureka, the Historical Village and the Eureka Area Chamber of Commerce will not be responsible for lost, stolen, or damaged items or displays.  Each seller is responsible for anyone working in their space and must provide someone to work their space the entire time of Market hours.
· It is the responsibility of each seller to clean their selling area prior to leaving the Market.  PACK IT IN/PACK IT OUT is the rule.


PRODUCTS:

All products must be made or produced in Montana, handmade or home grown.  This includes Arts and Crafts that are handmade, and any garden produce, trees, plants, shrubs, flowers, fruit, bulbs, tubers, eggs, comb honey, baked goods, any drinks, jellies, jams, and preserves.  (all eggs, honey, baked goods, any drinks, jellies, jams and preserves are to be sold according to the DPHHS Food and Consumer safety guidelines for Farmers Market.  Please ask if you do not have a copy and we will provide one for you.) We reserve the right to refuse vendors for items being sold.  

In order to benefit our community, we will once again have the Snap Coins, Double Snap, as well as the Senior vouchers. 
These are used just like money. HOWEVER, they are not given change.  All coins and vouchers are redeemed when you turn in your 10%.  

Despite Senate Bill 199, Eureka Farmer’s Market will not allow home canned items without a “Food Born Illness Insurance policy”, for more information contact the Chamber office.  These include but are not limited to canned salsas, fruits, veggies and sauces, the exceptions to this rule are jams, jellies, honey, vanilla, and syrups. 

Farmers’ Market Regulations that we are utilizing as our guidelines are at the Chamber Office.  You are responsible for making sure your product fits within these regulations (handmade or hand produced).  County Sanitation inspections can happen at random throughout the Market season. If you are found in violation, you will be suspended from the market until the violations are remedied, and you have Sanitation’s approval to return.

Failure to follow these rules and regulations could result in suspension or expulsion from the Farmers’ Market for the rest of the season.
